In line with the program which allows
its members the chance to exchange ex-
pertise and best practices in municipal
and developmental work, the Regional
Arab Women Local Governance Network
delegation visited Aqaba Governor-
ate and toured Aqaba Special Economic
Zone, the towns of Qraiqra & Finan, Disi
Basin, and New Qweira.

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The Cure for Corruption

Ronald MacLean-Abaroa became known as
the man who turned around one of the most
corrupt cities on Earth: La Paz in the 1990s.
He tells how he did it.

Interview by Sandra Hiari

In the 1990s, the birth of the organization
Transparency International (TI) was a ma-
jormilestonein transforming the discussion
of corruption into an international dialogue.
With a network of more than 9o chapters in
nations around the world, TI acts as an im-
partial observer, an information source,
and bridge between governments and soci-
eties. One of the founders of this organiza-
tion is Ronald MacLean-Abaroa, the former
Foreign Minister of Bolivia and also the first
elected mayor of the city of La Paz.

He was reelected to four terms on «a
strong anti-corruption program, and was
one of the important players in establishing
Bolivia’s Popular Participation Law, in April
1994. This legislation distributed a signifi-
cant portion of national revenues to munici-
palities for discretionary use, as well giving
citizens the power to monitor the govern-
ment'’s use of the money. It has been hailed
as a major step toward the democratization
of the society and enabling the people to
have a say in the dynamics of governance.

MacLean-Abaroa is currently based
in Washington D.C. and serves as a senior
governance advisor for the World Bank In-
stitute. On June 25, he spoke at the the 2nd
Amman Centennial Forum, on the issue of
corruption.

The Amman Institute For Urban De-
velopment and the World Bank Institute
launched the publication of an Arabic trans-
lation of MacLean-Abaroa’s book Corrupt
Cities: A Practical Guide To Cure and Preven-

tion, co-authored with Robert Klitgaard and
H. Lindsey Parris, and was translated into
17 languages. The official launch of the Ara-
bic translation of the book took place at the
Centennial Forum and is currently available
for sale at major bookstores in Amman.

Following are excerpts from the inter-
view:

What did you hope to achieve from writ-
ing ‘Corrupt Cities'?

You will see in the book that you don't
fight corruption as such: you reform the
institution, change the incentives and the
information systems, and then corruption
collapses. I think that is the greatest discov-
ery that I made, and it’s the main driver of
the book. ...

The collapse of corruption [in La Paz]
came as an unintended consequence of
my institutional reform of the municipal-
ity. When I became mayor, I was fixated on
the need to organize the city as a function-
ing institution. It was totally dysfunctional
because of hyperinflation and, therefore,
hyper-corruption.

There was nothing I could do about the
hyperinflation, being a mayor, so what I
focused on was how to reform the munici-
pality, how to make it become functional.
Because [ was coming from the private sec-
tor, from mining, as a former manager, I
started to put that business productive logic
into the institution. [ witnessed—to my sur-
prise, a little bit—that corruption began to
succumb as [ implemented the reformes.

What are the drivers for corruption? Are
there common themes around the world, or
are there regional, cultural differences?

Absolutely! I think the main point here is
that corruption is not linked to a culture or
a country or to a continent. The reason this
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book has been translated to 17 languages so
far is because of that universal appeal and
relevance. What you see is that there are
local characteristics of course always, but
there are [also] universal principles and ap-
proaches to prevent and cure corruption.

The book presents certain analytical
tools that we developed with professor Klit-
gaard, who was my professor at Harvard, a
mentor, and later an advisor of mine in La
Paz. We did this before I became mayor, ac-
tually: He had written books on corruption,
and we discovered ... the corruption formu-
la. Corruption equals monopoly power plus
discretion minus accountability (C = M+D-A).
And to this corruption formula we have
added other analytical tools, conceptual
frameworks that we use, borrowing from
the literature of economic analysis and the
economics of crime.

We provide all these tools that mayors
can use without becoming policemen or
judges or prosecutors. There are two ways
people understand corruption; one way
is to compare it to a crime, and then you
have investigators and you have police and
you have a war on corruption, etc. But usu-
ally mayors don't have on their disposal all
those tools to fight corruption, so the other
way that we go is by treating corruption as
an institutional, and a development issue.

Corruption is more serious when you
have underdeveloped institutions. There-
fore, we tend to reforminstitutions or create
institutions that are less likely to become
corrupt. We treat corruption also as an ill-
ness, something that you get cured from.

ORAP celebrates three
national occasions

On the occasions of the 63rd Anniversary
of Independence Day, the 10th Anniversary
